	Teacher Actions
	The teacher provides examples. (could be student-exemplars, teacher-generated samples, or gathered samples of a particular text form)
	The teacher circulates and practices minimal intervention.

(could ask prompting questions such as, “So what similarities are you noticing?”)  
	The teacher demonstrates and explains the composition of a selected text form being introduced. This is achieved by thinking aloud the mental process used when reading or writing the form.


	The teacher continues to demonstrate the composition or reading of the text forms, inviting students to contribute ideas and information.
	The teacher provides scaffolding to assist the students in composing or reading the texts. The teacher provides feedback.
	The teacher offers support and encouragement as needed.

	Student Actions
	Students are immersed in examples of the text forms that meet a particular purpose.
	Students analyze the organization of the text forms and construct their own rules for creating or reading this type of text.
	Students participate by actively attending to the demonstrations.
	Students contribute ideas and begin to collaboratively compose texts in whole-class or small-group situations.
	Students work (with help from the teacher and peers) to compose or read a selected text form.
	Students work independently to craft or read the text form. Students adapt the text form and their reading to suit different purposes, audiences, and contexts.
